2. Insert the batteries following the polarity
markings (+and -).

mSetting the Date and Time

1. Press and release the label
cassette cover to open the label
compartment. See Figure 2.

2. Insert the cassette with the label
positioned between the print
head and pinch roller.

3. Press firmly until cassette clicks
into place.

4. (lose the label cassette cover and
press (22)to turn on the power.

A multi-line symbol is inserted at
the end of the first line, but will not print on the label.
3. Type the text for the second line.

The label maker supports the extended Latin character set using RACE
technology. Similar to using a mobile phone keypad, when you hold
down a letter key for longer than one second, you will scroll through
variations on that letter. To insert the character, release the key when the
desired character appears.
